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Cultural Mobility Funding Guides. These guides are meant to be a resource for artists and other 

arts workers looking to finance their cross-border travel to and/or from a specific country, 
world region, or continent. They also serve as mappings of existing opportunities that can be 

a useful reference document for policymakers and funders at the local, national, European and 

international levels.
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Introduction
The main objective of this Cultural Mobility Funding Guide is to provide an overview of the 

funding bodies and programmes that support the international mobility of artists and culture 

professionals travelling from/to the Caribbean region.

On the Move commissioned researchers to map grants and support schemes focusing on the 

Caribbean region in order to help organisations and arts workers to engage with international 

colleagues and finance their international travel. This research took place from February to 
July 2024.

This Cultural Mobility Funding Guide should also provide inspiration for those responsible for 

public policies and mobility funds at local, regional, national and European level, as well as 

private donors and mobility stakeholders at large. Reinforcing awareness of the remaining 

obstacles that stand in the way of equal access to international opportunities, it can suggest 

areas that should be financed more fairly and efficiently in order to ensure more sustainable 
support for cross-border cultural collaboration.

How to navigate  

this guide?

This guide lists local, national and international resources, both public and private. Only regular 

opportunities accessible online are listed. Funds which only provide information offline, which 
do not invite applications through open calls, or which are ad hoc or temporary are not included.

There are various reasons a user of this guide might seek mobility funding, including:

 ƶ They have been selected for a project in a foreign country (collaboration project, artistic 

residency, participation in a festival, etc.) but have not been provided with funding for 

their mobility costs.

 ƶ They have developed a project with an international component and wish to invite foreign 

artists and cultural professionals to one or more places/countries for co-production, 
touring, market development, etc.

 ƶ They are interested in working experiences (including training) in a foreign country and 

are seeking a way to cover their travel costs.

In light of these different aims, the entries in this guide present the costs that are covered 
by each scheme, including cross-border travel, visas, per diems, remuneration of collaborators, 

accommodation, production costs, and other types of support (e.g. translation).
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Like On the Move’s other Cultural Mobility Funding Guides, this publication includes:

 ƶ Opportunities provided by a diverse range of funders: international organisations, 

regional bodies, national institutions, local authorities, private foundations, etc.

 ƶ Schemes supporting a variety of mobility formats, including peer meetings, workshops, 

residencies, travel grants, training programmes, and networking opportunities, with the 

aim of supporting everything from collaboration to cultural production, professional 

development, and the evolution of sector-wide practices.

 ƶ Only opportunities for which cross-border travel costs are at least partially funded. We 

also list local, regional and international programmes that include transnational mobility 

as a component of their support to artists and cultural organisations in the region.

 ƶ Opportunities from all arts disciplines: performing arts (theatre, dance, opera, circus, 

street arts); visual arts (painting, sculpture, photography, installation, applied arts); new 

media arts and web-based arts; music; literature (writing, translation); heritage (tangible 

heritage, movable heritage, intangible heritage, archives); interdisciplinary arts; research; 

cultural management.

This guide collects:

 ƶ Mobility funding opportunities open to nationals and residents in one of the Caribbean 

countries or territories, described as Outgoing Mobility ( ).

 ƶ Mobility funding opportunities open to nationals from countries other than these 

Caribbean countries or territories, described as Incoming Mobility ( ). 

This Cultural Mobility Funding Guide also tries to highlight those schemes that respond to 

growing, transversal sectoral and societal concerns – particularly programmes that make extra 

funding available for overland travel (where possible), for the needs of disabled artists or 

caregivers, or for digital or hybrid formats of cross-border collaboration.

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Introduction

This section presents information on existing international mobility opportunities for artists and 

culture professionals who are from the Caribbean region or aim to work there. Complementing the 

country or region-based sections which make up this guide, the focus here is on those mobility 

schemes that could be of interest to artists, culture professionals, and culture organisations in all 

or most of the countries covered. Readers with a particular interest in one country or region are 

encouraged to look through both this section and the one dedicated to their place of interest.

Entries in this section are ordered on the basis of the organisations that have established the relevant 

programmes. The first subsection includes funds established and managed by public organisations, 
including national governments and their related agencies, as well as intergovernmental organisations 

and organisations with a regional scope. The second subsection collects opportunities launched by 

foundations, including some which are connected to public authorities. A third subsection gathers 

information related to opportunities managed by NGOs and independent cultural organisations 

(including several artist residencies, for instance), as well as international networks. Finally, some 

additional information resources which provide regular information on international mobility 

opportunities, at global and Caribbean level, are included in the last subsection.

The evidence collected shows that there is a substantial number of schemes which have either a 

regional or, more often, a broader geographic focus (e.g. programmes which are open to artists 

from all countries or those coming from ‘developing’ or ‘transition’ countries). This trend is even 

clearer when compared to the relatively limited number of funds which have been found in some 

of the individual countries and regions covered in this guide. While this broadens opportunities for 

stakeholders in these regions, it also brings increased competition. Furthermore, when compared 

to similar analyses conducted by On the Move in other regions, it may seem as if there are fewer 

funds with a specific Caribbean scope, whereas many of the funds identified here have a broader, 
global scope – thus placing Caribbean stakeholders in direct competition with peers from many other 

countries.

Most of the schemes presented in this section have been established either by public agencies 

from countries in the ‘Global North’ (primarily by arts councils, development agencies, and national 

cultural institutes, some of which have offices in the Caribbean region) or by private foundations 
and residencies. The predominant types of mobility which are supported tend to be support for 

participation in artist residencies or to attend events, capacity building, short-term exploration 

grants, and mobility connected to project or production grants.

Among the disciplines or artforms which appear more frequently are visual arts, as well as literature, 

performing arts, music or research. There appear to be more programmes enabling the outgoing 

mobility of artists and culture professionals from the Caribbean region than incoming mobility to 

the region, although this may partly be due to the particular lens adopted during the research. 

Meanwhile, only a handful of schemes available in the region appear to have integrated some of 

the emerging themes in mobility (such as being open to digital or hybrid mobility, being particularly 

aware of diversity and accessibility, or providing additional support for green mobility). This remains 

however a moving landscape, and it is likely, and to be hoped, that new opportunities of this kind will 

be established in the near future.
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It is important to note that while other institutions and private arts residencies may contribute to 

international exchanges in the arts and cultural sector, they do not always respond to the criteria 

established for this guide (e.g. providing funding to cover cross-border mobility), which means that 

they have not been included here. Furthermore, the research relies on information available online.1 

Other opportunities may exist but could either not be accessible online or have not been identified 
during this research exercise.

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Introduction

Antigua and Barbuda is a twin island country situated in the eastern Caribbean Sea. The availability 

of funding in this nation is directly influenced by its population size and the nature of its regional, 
cultural, and historical connections. As part of the Leeward Islands, it belongs to the Organisation 

of Eastern Caribbean States (OECS), an eleven-member group of islands forming a near-continuous 

archipelago across the Eastern Caribbean.

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Introduction

The Bahamas boasts a vibrant cultural scene with a growing interest in fostering international 

mobility for its creatives. There are government grants and scholarships, support from foundations, 

educational and training exchange initiatives and international partnerships that support Bahamian 

artists in travelling abroad, participating in residencies, and engaging in cultural exchanges as well as 

welcome creatives in the islands’ artistic spaces. 

Given the archipelagic nature of The Bahamas, we see that there are intra-island mobility opportunities 

that promote cultural and artistic exchanges and travel between the main islands and the family 

island residents. 

Again, its funding schemes are strongly linked to its existing political and historical groupings. It is 

a member of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM), and party to the Caribbean Single Market and 

Economy (CSME). It has close historical, cultural and economic relationships fostered by the British 

Colonial heritage, and is a member of the Commonwealth. 

According to reports of World Travel and Tourism Council, tourism is one of the main sectors in the 

Bahamas, accounting for approximately 40.4% of the national GDP and sustaining about 63% of total 

employment in the Bahamas. We see evidence of growing links with inward mobility opportunities 

for creatives linked with evolving characteristics of this sector, as well as in outward mobility within 

charitable initiatives of resorts. 

The Bahamas has large events such as The Bahamas International Film Festival, a world-renowned 

film festival as well as the culturally rich and vibrant Junkanoo festival, and homecoming which 
create centres of activities and exchanges for creatives annually.

Barbados has a rich cultural heritage and a thriving arts scene, with various programmes and 

initiatives that support the mobility of its creatives. is a member of the Caribbean Community 

(CARICOM), and party to the Caribbean Single Market and Economy (CSME). It has close historical, 

cultural and economic relationships fostered by the British Colonial heritage, and is a member of the 

Commonwealth and benefits from mobility opportunities available across these groupings and also 
has its own vibrant economy. 

According to the 2022 CIIF report,1 in a 2018 mapping, challenges to growth of the country’s CCIs 

included multiple organisations encouraging multiple and competing and conflicting strategies which 
adds to the perception that there is a lack of a consolidated strategic plan. 

There are many notable festivals and large events in Barbados which facilitate opportunities for 

cultural exchange, including the Caribbean Tales Film Festival, Cropover, and the Youth Jazz Festival 

as well as the Barbados Music festival. Notably, the country recently concluded a programme of 

funding (IFCD project 2019-2021) around the implementation of a network for the development and 

dissemination of Caribbean Art with Haiti, Trinidad and Tobago, Cuba and Jamaica.

It is important to note that the research conducted relies on information available online. Other 

opportunities may exist but could either not be accessible online or have not been identified during 
this research exercise. Political tensions between Cuba and some countries over the years, as well 

as restrictions to the international mobility of Cuban citizens, may also be some factors limiting the 

availability of opportunities in this field.

Dominica, officially the Commonwealth of Dominica, known as the ‘Nature Island of the Caribbean’, 
is a parliamentary democracy within the Commonwealth of Nations. Its turbulent colonial history 

with France and Britain, reflects in its language and in its cultural expressions and international 
partnerships. English is the official language but a French-based Creole (Kreyol) is widely spoken, 
especially in outlying villages. 

Dominica is a member of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM) and the Organisation of Eastern 

Caribbean States (OECS) and benefits from mobility opportunities available across these groupings. 
It has an emerging cultural scene, and there are several opportunities and specific challenges related 
to the mobility of its creatives, encompassing travel abroad, residencies, and cultural exchanges. 

Carnival in Dominica is one of the island’s biggest festivals, alongside the World Creole Music Festival.

According to its 2022 CIIF profile1, identified challenges for the sector include high cost and unreliable 
cross-border transportation, high electricity and internet costs, lack of coordinated national promotion 
initiatives for the sector and lack of transparency in applying entry provisions for performers within 
the Caribbean Single Market and Economy (CSME). Notable centres of cultural activity happen around 
the Old Mill Cultural Center, the Arawak House of Culture, as well as the Kommité pou Etid Kwéyòl 
(KEK) and the Folk Research Centre among others.

Introduction

This section presents information on existing international mobility opportunities for artists and 

culture professionals from the Dominican Republic, or for organisations and professionals wishing to 

pursue international exchange with and from this country. 

The evidence collected suggests that there are few schemes available in this area. However, 

opportunities are provided thanks to the Dominican Republic’s participation in some cultural 

cooperation programmes in the Iberoamerican space, including Ibermedia and Ibermuseos, as well 

as a set of national schemes in support of the film industry, which provide support for international 
exchange as part of their broader aims. Given this, and the aforementioned participation in Ibermedia, 

the film and audiovisual sector appears to be better covered than other fields in the arts and culture. 

It is important to note that the research conducted relies on information available online. Other 

opportunities may exist but could either not be accessible online or have not been identified during 
this research exercise. Interested artists and culture professionals are also encouraged to consult the 

International Mobility Funding section of this Guide, which contains opportunities relevant across 

the Caribbean.

Grenada, known as the ‘Spice Isle’, has a vibrant cultural scene with strong traditions in music, 

dance, and visual arts. Opportunities for international mobility for creatives, including travel abroad, 

residencies, and cultural exchanges, are supported by limited government grants and scholarships 

through the ministry of Culture and the Grenada Cultural Foundation, as well as organisations such 

as the Grenada Arts Council. 

Tourism is one of the main sectors in Grenada, and we see evidence of growing links with inward 

mobility opportunities for creatives linked with evolving characteristics of this sector, as well as in 

outward mobility including from the Grenada Tourism Authority: Supports cultural initiatives that can 

lead to international exposure for artists. 

According to the CIIF report on copyrights,1 Grenada’s annual Carnival is an important economic 

activity for the country. There are organisations and initiatives that have provided opportunities in 

the past such as Groundation Grenada that are less active in recent years. 

Grenada was very recently devastated by the passage of Hurricane Beryl in July 2024 and this will 

have a strong impact on mobility of creatives inwardly and outwardly. Many facilities that existed 

are likely to have been damaged severely and there will be less resources available in the short to 

medium term.

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Introduction

Haiti is renowned throughout the region for its creativity, the richness of its popular culture, and the 

excellence of its artists. In various disciplines, prominent Haitian figures, most of whom reside in the 
diaspora, have successfully promoted this culture on an international stage.

However, within the country, a severe political and economic crisis has afflicted society for several 
years, significantly impacting a cultural sector already struggling to develop due to the weakness of the 
local market. Cultural issues have consequently been relegated to the background, overshadowed by 

security and humanitarian concerns. Nevertheless, in these circumstances, the need for international 

mobility for artists has become more pressing than ever.

Public institutions, lacking a clearly defined policy, fund projects on an ad hoc basis, largely influenced 
by institutional relationships and personal connections. The private sector, once similarly involved, is 

now primarily focused on its own survival. Meanwhile, international cooperation institutions, which 

have long promoted cultural exchanges, have had to reassess their strategies. Some have withdrawn 

from Haiti or are in the process of doing so for reasons unrelated to the economic situation. For 

example, Wallonie-Bruxelles International and Swiss Cooperation in Haiti, which have significantly 
supported the cultural mobility of artists and culture professionals over the past decades, are pulling 

back.

Despite these challenges, there remain a few foreign NGOs and foundations, as well as major 

international players such as the French Embassy/Agence Française de Développement (AFD), the 
European Union, and the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID). Alongside the Haitian 

FOKAL foundation, the principal supporter of art and culture over the past twenty years, these 

entities continue to operate. However, except for a few rare exceptions, they are not the most 

influential players in Haiti. Typically, their funding is directed towards projects that promote their 
own activities or have a development focus, such as using culture as a factor in economic and social 

development, women’s empowerment, and entrepreneurship.

Artists and culture professionals are thus encouraged to maximise their opportunities by framing 

their work within this socio-cultural context. This guide is therefore of great importance, as it aims 

to help creators and all professionals gain a better understanding of the regional and international 

environment and more effectively navigate the available opportunities.

Jamaica is the largest English-speaking island in the Caribbean, which spans approximately 1 million 

hectares and is classified as a highly indebted middle income country which has graduated to the 
status of upper middle income country after several years of straddling the lower-upper middle 

income threshold. Jamaica is a member of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM), and party to 

the Caribbean Single Market and Economy (CSME). It has close historical, cultural and economic 

relationships fostered by the British Colonial heritage, and is a member of the Commonwealth and 

benefits from mobility opportunities available across these groupings and also has its own vibrant 
economy.

According to the 2022 Kingston: Networks of Culture study,1 a lack of clarity exists around the 

structures and designations of Jamaica’s cultural and creative ecosystem in which cultural and 

creative activity, production, trade and service delivery, and asymmetrical growth between national 

sectors take place. There has been increasing interest in economic analysis of Jamaica’s system of 

production, distribution and consumption of cultural goods and services in relation to their social, 

economic and political contexts, or cultural economy. 

In 2015, Kingston was designated a UNESCO Creative City of Music, ‘...one that incorporates cultural 

diversity and creative innovation within its boundaries so that its cultural resources are exploited 

and expressed...[and] in which particular urban cultural resources exist and are used to express the 

cultural specificity of that city and by extension its people and country’.2 

The K:NOC study highlighted that ongoing conversations on the development of Kingston as a City of 

Music include: knowledge sharing; partnerships and mutually beneficial initiatives between Kingston 
and other cities; copyright and legislative protection; provision of dedicated entertainment spaces for 

both creatives and audiences to converge; and culture as a vector for social inclusion. A significant 
policy focus of Kingston as a Creative City of Music is engendering partnerships within Kingston’s 

cultural and creative ecosystem and conversations within this consider specific activities such as a: 
Oral History and Archiving Project; Jamaican Euro-classical music composer archives; Jamaica Music 

Museum; Mobile App and Geotagging project; Film and Music Conferences; Cultural, Creative Industry 

and Entertainment Policy; and Support for NGO and private sector initiatives.

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Introduction

Saint Lucia, known for its rich cultural traditions and vibrant arts scene, provides various opportunities 

for the mobility of its creatives. Availability of funding is directly related to its population size and 

the characteristics of its regional, cultural and historical ties. A part of the Leeward Islands, it is a 

member of the OECS, an eleven-member grouping of islands spread across the Eastern Caribbean that 

form a near-continuous archipelago. It is a member of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM), and 

party to the Caribbean Single Market and Economy (CSME). 

It has close historical, cultural and economic relationships fostered by the British Colonial heritage, 

and is a member of the Commonwealth Small States, countries with a population of 1.5 million people 

or less. Tourism is a cornerstone of Saint Lucia’s economy, contributing significantly to its GDP and 
employment. According to the World Travel and Tourism Council, in 2022 the travel and tourism 

sector’s direct contribution accounts for 24,4% of the GDP while total contribution accounts for 

56,6% of Saint Lucia’s national GDP. On the employment side, Travel and tourism directly sustain 

about 43,5% of jobs and 69,8% in total. 

Saint Lucia is home to major cultural events such as the Saint Lucia Jazz Festival and the La Rose 

and La Marguerite flower festivals, which draw international attention and participation. Saint Lucia 
has cultural agreements with countries like France, the United Kingdom, and the United States, 

facilitating artist exchanges and collaborative projects.

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Introduction

Located in the southeast Windward Islands of the Lesser Antilles, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines it 

is a member of the OECS, an eleven-member grouping of islands spread across the Eastern Caribbean 

that form a near-continuous archipelago. It is a member of the Caribbean Community (CARICOM), 

and party to the Caribbean Single Market and Economy (CSME). 

It has close historical, cultural and economic relationships fostered by the British Colonial heritage, 

and is a member of the Commonwealth Small States, countries with a population of 1.5 million people 

or less. Its 369 km2 (142 sq mi) territory consists of the main island of Saint Vincent and, south 

of that, two-thirds of the northern part of the Grenadines, a chain of 32 smaller islands. Tourism 

plays a vital role in the economy of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, significantly contributing to 
its GDP and employment. According to the World Travel and Tourism Council, in 2022 the travel and 

tourism sector’s direct contribution accounts for 11,1% of the GDP while total contribution accounts 

for 31,6% of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines’s national GDP. On the employment side, Travel and 

tourism directly sustain about 13,6% of jobs and 41,1% in total. 

Saint Vincent and the Grenadines hosts major cultural events such as Vincy Mas, an annual carnival 

that showcases the nation’s vibrant music, dance, and artistic traditions, and the Bequia Music 

Festival, which attracts international and local artists alike. Grenada was recently strongly affected 
by the passage of Hurricane Beryl in July 2024, and this will have an impact on mobility of creatives 

inwardly and outwardly for the near future.

The Government of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines 

has funded several cultural and community-based 

projects, although such initiatives are not always 

prominently featured on the Ministry of Tourism, 

Sports, and Culture’s website.

One significant effort in this direction was 
the Cultural Policy Reform project carried out 

in 2012-2013. This project, which received 

43,605 XCD in funding with the support of 
international bodies, was focused on developing 

and implementing policies to support and 

enhance the cultural sector within the country. 

In addition to policy reform, the country has 

been involved in safeguarding intangible cultural 

heritage. For example, in 2023, a UNESCO-funded 

project aimed to strengthen the capacities for 

preparing nomination files for the Lists of the 
2003 Convention in Small Island and Developing 

States (SIDS) in the Caribbean. This project, 

which had a budget of 75,000 XCD, highlights 
the government’s commitment to preserving and 

promoting its intangible cultural heritage.

The government also supports and promotes 

various cultural events and festivals, which play 

a crucial role in the nation’s cultural life. Events 

like Vincy Mas, Gospel Fest, and the Bequia 

Regatta are significant cultural festivals that 
celebrate and preserve the nation’s heritage.

Trinidad and Tobago, known for its vibrant carnival culture and diverse arts scene, provides numerous 

opportunities for creatives to engage in international travel, residencies, and cultural exchanges. 

These opportunities enable artists to showcase their work globally, collaborate with international 

peers, and further develop their skills. Trinidad and Tobago is a member of the Caribbean Community 

(CARICOM), and party to the Caribbean Single Market and Economy (CSME). It has close historical, 

cultural and economic relationships fostered by the British Colonial heritage, and is a member of the 

Commonwealth and benefits from mobility opportunities available across these groupings and also 
has its own vibrant economy. 

It is considered a powerhouse of culture in the Caribbean, and there are several opportunities and 

specific challenges related to the mobility of its creatives, encompassing travel abroad, residencies, 
and cultural exchanges. Carnival in Trinidad and Tobago is the island’s biggest festival and one of the 

biggest in the Caribbean region. Carnival supports many cultural expressions such as music, dance, 

and the performing arts. 

According to its 2022 CIIF Profile1 there are a number of key barriers to the development of the cultural 

and creative industry in Trinidad and Tobago including lack of coordination among various actors, 

lack of value appreciation, insufficient understanding of the role of culture, prices of craft services 
and products, and lack of regulation. Nevertheless, the country offers substantial opportunities, as 
evidenced by strong governmental support.

Anguilla, the British Virgin Islands, the Cayman Islands, Montserrat, and the Turks and Caicos Islands 

are the five British Overseas Territories in the Caribbean. These territories are not part of the United 
Kingdom, though the British monarch is their head of state. Each has its own constitution, which 
sets out a system of government and relationship with the United Kingdom. These territories are 
largely self-governing in financial matters, though the United Kingdom retains responsibility for their 
overall economic stability. Combined, these five territories have a total estimated population size 
of approximately 166,000 people spread over 1,556 square kilometres of land1 (a total area that is 

slightly smaller than Greater London, which has a size of 1,572 square kilometres2). 

There are six different types of British nationality : 1) British citizenship, 2) British Overseas Territories 
citizen, 3) British overseas citizen, 4) British subject, 5) British national (overseas), and 6) British 
protected person.3 British Overseas Territories citizens are subject to immigration rules4 that require 

them to obtain permission to live and work in the United Kingdom5. Our research has shown that 
artists and culture professionals in British Overseas Territories are generally not eligible to apply to 

mobility opportunities open to ‘British citizens’ or people ‘based in the United Kingdom’. 

There is almost no existing information online regarding ongoing funded opportunities for the 

international mobility of artists and culture professionals in Anguilla, the British Virgin Islands, 

the Cayman Islands, Montserrat, or the Turks and Caicos Islands. What follows is primarily a listing 
of arts councils, departments, and foundations in each of these five territories. We sincerely hope 
that international cultural mobility schemes to and from these five territories, as well as access to 
information, can be developed and improved in the coming decade.

Guadeloupe, Martinique, Saint Barthélemy, and Saint Martin are the four French overseas departments, 
regions, and/or communities in the Caribbean. They are part of the European Union with the status 
of Outermost Regions1 or Overseas Countries and Territories.2 Combined, these four ‘DROM-COMs’, as 
they are often called in French, have a total estimated population size of 802,000 people spread over 

a total area of approximately 2,870 square kilometres of land. Although they are legally considered 
part of both France and the European Union, different rules often apply to artists and culture 
professionals travelling from or to these territories when it comes to visas, border control, customs 
taxes, and social security payments and coverage (healthcare, unemployment…).

In December 2022, On the Move published a French-language mobility funding guide to all French 

overseas territories. This Guide des Financements de la Mobilité internationale pour les artistes et 

professionnel·le·s de la culture: focus sur les territoires ultramarins français,3 produced with support 
from the French Ministry of Culture, offers an overview of funded mobility opportunities from and to 
all of France’s overseas territories, including those in the Caribbean. In this section, we have included 
an updated and translated selection of opportunities that are most relevant for this guide.

On the Move also publishes a more general Cultural Mobility Funding Guide to France4 which is 
updated yearly thanks to support from the French Ministry of Culture. This guide includes for most 
of the listed cultural mobility funding schemes, opportunities that can benefit artists and culture 
professionals based in the DROM-COMs. We encourage users to also dig into the 2024 edition of the 
Guide des Fondations Privées en France,5 focusing on private foundations in or linked to France that 

support international arts projects.

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Introduction

1 The national cultural funds operate on four-year policy cycles. At the time of publication of this guide, the policy period 2021-2024 is ending. All 
schemes mentioned in this guide are included in the policy plans for 2025-2028. However, the budgets for these policy plans have not yet been 
determined, making it uncertain whether all schemes will continue as currently outlined.

2 In the course of 2024, the fund will undergo a name change.

The Caribbean part of the Kingdom of the Netherlands consists of six islands. Aruba (approx. 

110,000 inhabitants), Bonaire (25,000), and Curaçao (150,000) are part of the Leeward Islands, 

located in the southern Caribbean Sea near the coast of Venezuela. The other three islands, Sint 

Eustatius (3,200), Saba (2,000), and Sint Maarten (42,000), belong to the Windward Islands, situated 

in the northeastern Caribbean Sea.

All the six islands have the European status of OCT (Overseas Country or Territory). Aruba, Curaçao, 

and Sint Maarten (collectively known as the CASt islands) are autonomous countries within the 

Kingdom, each with its own government and degree of self-governance. Bonaire, Saba, and Sint 

Eustatius (collectively known as the BES islands) are special municipalities of the Netherlands. The 

distinct political statuses of the CASt and BES islands influence their governance structures but do 
not significantly impact eligibility for most of the schemes listed in this chapter.

The majority of funding opportunities for international mobility come from the national cultural 

funds1 (Creative Industries Fund NL, Cultural Participation Fund, Dutch Foundation for Literature, 

Mondriaan Fund, Netherlands Film Fund, and Performing Arts Fund NL) and several private funds in 

the Netherlands. Locally operating funds, such as UNOCA (Union di Organisacionnan Cultural Arubano) 

and PBCCG (Prins Bernhard Cultuurfonds Caribisch Gebied),2 primarily focus on local projects and only 

occasionally support international initiatives.

Although most national funding schemes in the Netherlands are open to applicants from the Caribbean 

part of the Kingdom, the number of applications has remained limited to date. Conversations with 

fund staff have revealed multiple causes for this. Sometimes schemes may not match the specific 
circumstances of Caribbean applicants, with criteria that are not feasible or available (travel) budgets 

that are insufficient. Another issue is that most international schemes only allow mobility outside 
the Kingdom, despite a significant need for funding for projects within the Kingdom. Furthermore, 
communication about international funding opportunities is often directed primarily at the European 

Netherlands, resulting in Caribbean applicants being less informed about the available options.

In recent years, the national cultural funds have become increasingly aware of these issues and have 

taken active steps to involve the Caribbean region more. By making initial adjustments to schemes to 

better fit the local context, hiring local scouts, and organising local information sessions, efforts have 
been made to improve accessibility. An agreement with the local fund PBCCG has been established, 

where they will refer relevant applicants to the various national funds, acting as a liaison office. The 
Mondriaan Fund is currently working on an online information hub on behalf of all funds, where all 

relevant (both national and international) regulations for Caribbean applicants will be consolidated. 

For the upcoming policy period (2025-2028), the funds will intensify their efforts both collectively 
and on an individual fund level.

Regarding the private funds, in most cases, inquiries had to be made to determine whether they were 

open to applications from the Caribbean part of the Kingdom. Despite the enthusiastic responses 
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from the funds included in this guide, this indicates that there is still no standard practice of 

explicitly mentioning the Caribbean islands in their eligibility criteria. Sharelly Emanuelson, artist 

and founder of the art platform UniArte stated: ‘If you value having creators and organisations 

from the islands apply, there’s a lot to say, but first and foremost be explicit about their eligibility: 
mention the Caribbean part of the Kingdom, preferably listing all the islands by name.’ Hopefully, the 

following overview of funding opportunities will encourage more applications from artists and culture 

professionals in Aruba, Bonaire, Curaçao, Sint Eustatius, Saba, and Sint Maarten.

This section provides information regarding mobility opportunities for artists and culture professionals 

from Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin Islands (US-VI), and Navassa Island, all unincorporated American 

territories in the Caribbean. Puerto Rico has approximately 3.2 million residents and is located 

between the Dominican Republic and the US-VI. The US-VI consists of Saint Croix, Saint John, and 

Saint Thomas, as well as approximately 50 smaller islets and cays. The population is around 104,000.1 

Navassa Island is an uninhabited island that is generally inaccessible and closed to the public.2 For 

conciseness and relevance, the following reflections and section focus on mobility for Puerto Rico and 
US-VI artistic communities.

First, it is important to reinforce that individuals born in the US-VI and Puerto Rico are American 

citizens. At the same time, they face barriers to full representation in the United States of America 

government. Individuals from the US-VI and Puerto Rico cannot vote in American presidential 

elections, and, while both territories have representation in the United States of America Congress, a 

delegate and resident commissioner, respectively, both are non-voting members. Additionally, research 

from institutions such as the Georgetown Center on Poverty and Inequality and the Government 

Accountability Office (GAO) finds a data deficiency surrounding the territories of the United States 
in the Caribbean that hinders the ability to understand challenges and implement programmes or 

funding, in any field.3 As the authors of the brief ‘Advancing Data Equity for U.S. Territories’ posit, 

‘missing statistical information about U.S. territories is a racial justice and equity issue. The vast 

majority of the 3.6 million people in U.S. territories are people of colour. Inequality in data collection 

programmes reflects and sometimes deepens discrimination against these communities of colour.’4 
Such considerations are obstacles that must be recognised when discussing funding and mobility 

opportunities generally and may be reflected in mobility opportunities for artists.

When researchers began exploring cultural mobility opportunities, they observed an increase in 

public and private funding for the US-VI and Puerto Rico directly following Hurricane María in 2017. 

Researchers found short to medium-term initiatives targeting mainly Puerto Rican artists that focused 

on hurricane relief through emergency artist grants or rebuilding the local arts community. Today, 

some of these funding schemes seem inactive or express a finite amount of support left to provide. 
Uncertainty regarding the sustainability of such initiatives was a challenge for researchers, and most 

were inapplicable to the present guide. Where possible, the relevant host organisation or project was 

listed as ‘Context-specific information resources.’

Researchers also noticed some mobility opportunities between United States territories in the 

Caribbean and the continental United States. The researchers note that these opportunities, while 

not international, should not be overlooked, considering the substantial barriers in travelling from the 

Caribbean to the continental United States.
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Researchers initially focused on opportunities specifically advertised for the US-VI and Puerto Rico. 
Yet, given the citizenship status of Puerto Rican and US-VI artists, there are many opportunities for 

American citizens for which artists from these territories are eligible. As such, significant time was 
dedicated to updating relevant entries from On the Move’s Mobility Funding Guide to the United States 

of America5 published in 2015. Researchers recommend that readers also consult the aforementioned 

report for additional ‘all nationalities’ entries and opportunities that could be of interest.

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Introduction

The Archipelago of San Andrés, Providencia and Santa Catalina is one of the 32 departments (or 

administrative divisions) that make up Colombia. It is also the only insular department, and the only 

one located geographically in Central America. With an area of 52.5 km2, it is also the country’s smallest 

department, and the third with a smallest population (65,663 inhabitants, 2023). A significant part 
of the population belongs to the Raizal ethnic group, part of the Afro-Caribbean and Afro-Colombian 

peoples. 

The desk research conducted to identify mobility opportunities in the Archipelago has identified 
no specific resources established to this end in San Andrés, Providencia and Santa Catalina. While 
relevant arts events are held, including some well-known music and theatre festivals, we have been 

unable to identify publicly-available calls to support international mobility for artists and culture 

professionals. The relatively small size of the area and its insular nature may partly be an explanation 

for this. 

However, the guide includes some resources available elsewhere that are relevant for the mobility of 

artists and culture professionals. In addition to those that have been collected under the International 

Mobility Funding section, Colombia’s participation in several cultural cooperation programmes in the 

Iberoamerican space (including Iberbibliotecas, Iberescena, Ibermedia, Ibermuseos and Ibermúsicas), 

which provide support for international mobility, provides opportunities for artists and culture 

professionals in the Archipelago. Support is also available from the Ministry of Culture of Colombia, 

which provides some specific schemes for the mobility of Indigenous and Afro-Colombian groups. 

It is important to note that the research conducted relies on information available online. Other 

opportunities may exist but could either not be accessible online or have not been identified during 
this research exercise. Finally, this section includes a final sub-section with other information 
resources which are regularly updated and which could complement the references collected here.

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Introduction

The Federal Dependencies of Venezuela are a set of 12 groups of islands in the Caribbean Sea and 

the Atlantic Ocean. Officially governed directly by the central government in Caracas, they, along with 
the country’s 23 states and the Capital District, make up Venezuela. With a total area of 342 km2 and 

an estimated population of 6,500 inhabitants (2015), this is a very sparsely populated, and the less 
inhabited, region of Venezuela. Some of the islands are not inhabited. The area has sometimes been 
seen to have a significant potential for tourism.

The desk research conducted to identify mobility opportunities in the Federal Dependencies has 
identified no specific resources established to this end. The small size of the area and limited 
population may be an explanation for this. 

However, the guide includes some resources available elsewhere that are relevant for the mobility of 
artists and culture professionals. In addition to those that have been collected under the International 

Mobility Funding section, which readers are encouraged to consult, Venezuela’s participation in some 
cultural cooperation programmes in the Iberoamerican space (including Ibermedia and Ibermuseos), 
which provide support for international mobility, provides opportunities for artists and culture 
professionals from the Federal Dependencies.

It is important to note that the research conducted relies on information available online. Other 

opportunities may exist but could either not be accessible online or have not been identified during 
this research exercise. Finally, this section includes a final sub-section with other information 
resources which are regularly updated and which could complement the references collected here.
